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WHAT WE HAVE BEEN DOING IN SCHOOL THIS WEEK

Nursery

This week we have been reading Rosie’s
Walk, we have been using and following
positional language in, on, under, next to,
behind. We have also been responding to
who and where questions when talking
and sharing books together. In our Role
Play are we have added a pretend hot
chocolate café.

Reception

This week we labelled objects from the
