WHAT WE HAVE BEEN DOING IN SCHOOL THIS WEEK 

WHAT WE WILL BE DOING IN SCHOOL NEXT WEEK 

Nursery Next week we will be looking into mirrors and talking about our facial features.  We 
will be drawing and paint pictures of ourselves and singing head shoulders knees 
and toes. 

Reception Next week we will be learning the sounds of i n p g and o . In Maths we will be  
doing lots of subtilizing which is when we see a number and recognise it without 
counting. This can be done e.g. using a dice. In Topic we will continue with      
Marvellous me and will be thinking about what is inside our homes.  

Year 1 English- We are going to be innovating our class text
