Last term we started a Rainbow 

Challenge. This has been encouraging 

children to challenge themselves during 

their own (child initiated) learning. After 

each child has taken on a challenge in a 

particular area of the classroom, they 

receive a colour lolly stick linked to that 

area. The aim is to have tried all the 

challenges in all areas by the end of the 

week so that they have all the colours of 

the rainbow. We have seen this 

motivating and inspiring pupils, giving 

them responsibility for their own 

learning. 

Please remember to inform your class 

teachers or the school office, if you 

have made arrangements for another 

adult to collect your child. Remember 

they will need to know your password.  

Please be aware that we play outside in all weathers.  Please ensure that your 

child has suitable clothing to wear e.g. a waterproof coat. During the summer 

term it is important your child has a sunhat and on sunny days, your child will 

need to arrive at school with sun cream applied. Please be aware staff cannot 

apply sun cream on the children. 
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Please ensure that all clothes 

are labelled with your child’s 

name.  This includes uniform, 

shoes, socks, coats, hats, 

lunch boxes and water bottles 

as many children have 

identical items.
