WHAT WE WILL BE DOING IN SCHOOL NEXT WEEK

We will be developing our Three Little Pig storytelling further trying to add more
details and recall the events in order. Through our phonics teaching we are
focusing on children beginning to hear words that begin with the same sound eg:
mountain/monkey, apple/ant, snake/sun.

We have looked at non-fiction books about boats. Next week we will include some
fiction books and include some activities based around boats and water transport.
In Maths we will find the whole of parts. We will also investigate whether objects
float or sink. We will make boats using various materials. In the outdoor area we
will role play being on boats and travelling in the sea.

English- Writing our own innovated stories of Goldilocks and the Three Bears
Maths- We will be learning about repeated addition
Topic- Exploring how our royal family are important across the world

English- We will be writing our own independent set of instructions on how to
catch a mythical creature of our own choice.
